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June Diploma Examination Deadlines 
 
 Parents of students who are writing diploma examinations in June should be award of 
the following deadlines: 

(1)  Applications for Rewrites of diploma examinations are due by April 15.  As 
Spring Break does not end until April 13, applications should be turned in to the 
school no later than March 27. 

(2)  Applications for special accommodations, i.e. additional time, large print, 
scribe, etc. are due by April 17.  As these applications must be accompanied by 
supporting documentation from an educational testing specialist or an appropri-
ate medical doctor, parents and students should contact the school office as 
soon as possible to initiate the process.  Students who applied and received 
special accommodations in semester I must still apply, but no additional docu-
mentation is required.

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Grandfathering of the CHS Uniform Ends 
 

The Grandfathering of all uniform articles comes to a natural and reasonable ending effective 

June 15th, 2009. 

 

In keeping with our plan and new direction of a simpler, more concise uniform based on a 

―black and white‖  color scheme we will no longer consider formerly approved clothing items 

as acceptable uniform articles after June 15th, 2009.  This is sufficient notice for all students to 

adapt to the new uniform guidelines. 

 

After Sept. 15th, 2008,  the only acceptable ―pridewear‖ to be worn as uniform will be the new, 

nylon track suits (black w/blue highlites).  These track suits must be worn in their entirety.  

Jacket, pants, Concordia T shirt and white runners.  All fleece (sweatsuit) hoodies and track 

clothes will be unacceptable during instructional time. 

 

Grey, blue, khaki tan (taupe) yellow or gold will no longer be acceptable colors.  The exception 

being, the approved cardigans and vests that are currently navy.  Until the uniform supplier has 

re-issued the navy in black, navy from the supplier will be considered black and therefore con-

sidered acceptable.
